As chairperson of the
Rochester Sierra ClubOs Zero Waste committee for
the past two years, | learned that a lot of folks really
care about reducing, reusing, and recycling waste.!

Think when you are
disposing of something that youOre taking
responsibility for the health of our environment.!

Also, for those who are accustomed to marching

their old TVOs and other electronic to the curb,
please think again about that.! LetOs keep electronics
and their toxic heavy metals out of our landbplls. On
April 1st, a new law on recycling E-waste on April

1st came into effect for New York State.! It
encourages manufactures of our gadgets to take
them back and recycling them.! It also makes it
easier for you to do that.!

A new law by the NYS Dept. of Environmental
Conservation entitled the Electronic Equipment
Recycling and Reuse Act mandates that beginning
April 1, 2011, manufacturers of covered electronic
equipment [those covered by the law] will be
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required to accept computers and audio visual
equipment.

You can take your E-waste and other
household goods to Goodwill or some of the
other charity organizations so your stuff will
be reused.! You can check out this local
recycling page for all kinds of local recycling
information: http://
www.rochesterenvironment.com/
recycling.htm .! And, because of Monroe
CountyOs efforts, you can recycle paper easily.!
ThereOs way too much paper going into our
waste stream and not our recycling stream.!

UMNAOSs 2011 Bicycle
Boulevard Ride

On Sunday, May 22nd at 1 PM in Cobbs Hill
Park (the corner of Norris Dr. and Culver
Road), we will hold another Bicycle Boulevard
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ride. Our ride is call the Upper Monroe/ Swillburg
Bicycle Boulevard ride. The bicycle ride will begin
at 1PM sharp and it will be lead by a Rochester
Bicycling Club Board member. YouOll need to wear
a helmet and children under 18 must be
accompanied by an adult.

Last year, over forty bicyclists rode the bicycle
boulevard demonstration ride through Upper
Monroe neighborhood in Rochester, New York.
They were not racers, or members of a single
bicycling club, or recruits for a charity ride. They
were just ordinary folks like you bPnding out what a
bicycle boulevard would look and feel like in our
area. Maybe, it is a harbinger of things to come.

This ride is part of Rochester Bike Week, which is
hosted by the Rochester Cycling Alliance. There
will be more rides during the week of May 20th -
